The Property Tax Bills have
been sent. Some of the bills were sent out late due to complications involving the Postal
Service. If the residents contact Council because of the increase in their bill, it is because
of the two issues that were passed by the County.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES, COMMISSIONS AND BOARDS:

Building Committee: Chair Teresi reported she would like to arrange a Building
Committee meeting for Tuesday, January 19, 2020, at 7:30 in the morning. The desired
attendees to facilitate this meeting are Mrs. Sabetta, and Mr. Jamieson. The purpose of
this meeting would be to discuss the changes to the Fence Ordinance.

Finance and Audit Committee: Chair Ballistrea did not have a formal report to share.

Legislative Committee: Chair Finney had no report.

Public Works and Services Committee: Chair DeJohn confirmed that a Public Works and
Services Committee meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, January 13, 2021, in the
Council Chambers.
